In August, 2006, The Kohn Foundation Bahamian Animal Rescue Committee
(B.A.R.C.) was accepted into the Henry Schein Cares Program. This means
BARC is eligible for a two year donation program, whereby veterinary supplies
are sent (by pallet) to the Humane Society of Grand Bahama. We are very
honored and excited to be a part of such an impressive organization. Our first
pallet (we might receive up to four/year) was received in September, 2006. It
contained syringes, bandages and other critical supplies that will enable the
Humane Society to reserves its limited resources for larger projects such as its
upcoming spay/neuter clinics. Additionally, the receipt of donated vet supplies will
help furnish the new shelter when it is finished. Our first pallet was shipped from
Fort Lauderdale to Freeport via G & G Shipping, who kindly offered to waive the
shipping fees.
